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I can understand how you might have been discouraged when the sale of your home fell through while your property was listed not long ago. For your sake, I wish it had sold; and for my sake, I wish I'd been the one to put it all together! However, at that time, I didn't happen to be working with anyone who needed what you had, and it is my understanding that you have now withdrawn your listing from the marketplace.

My experience has been that when an owner such as yourself withdraws a property from the market, it doesn't necessarily mean he/she doesn't want to sell. I am presuming here that if a buyer showed up wanting to buy your property, you'd still be interested in selling it. True? 

If so, I want you and a couple of other people in your position to know I am presently working with a family who is interested in buying a home on your side of town because of <<ITS LOCATION, ETC.>>. We've not yet found them a home that meets all their specifications. 

They may well be--or not be--the buyers you've been looking for all this time, and I won't know whether you are the sellers they need at this point until I've seen your house. All I ask is that IF you still want to sell, and THEY want to buy a home like yours, and if I'm able to negotiate an acceptable price for you, that I be allowed to earn the same brokerage fee I'd have earned selling them another piece of listed, contracted property.

You will always be in control: if their price is not sufficient, you don't have to take it, and in that case you'd owe me nothing. Sound like a low enough risk? I'll be in touch shortly to see how you feel.
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
